Instructors:  teach an instrument. Remember that many of the girls have never played before, so you don’t need to be a master musician. You will just be teaching the very basics (unless you are teaching advanced guitar). Flexibility is more important than strict lesson plans for this position. This position is for the first half of the day about 3 hours a day. We encourage people to apply for band coach along with this position.
Band Coach: You will be assigned a band, and will sit in on their practices in the second half of the day. Each band will have one or two band coaches – We are looking for each band to have a person who is good with kids, and a person who knows something about music. This means that some bands will have two band coaches. 

The kid person will help them the campers to get along, stay focused, gain confidence in exploring their instruments and band dynamics, and encourage bands to feel good about what they are exploring and learning. 
The music person will help them understand the parts of a song, and help them get their songs together. There will be camp councilors around who are knowledgeable in instruments available, so you defiantly don’t need to know how to play every instrument to apply for the music part of this position! 
This position is about 4 hours a day. 
Camp Councilers: Help kids in general – get them to different activities, be around to help in crisis. This is an all day position, but has lots of down time when kids are in classes. Also will run team building/fun activities between classes and in the morning.
Roadie: move instruments – probably at 9:00, 12:00 and 5:00

Athens Rock Camp for Girls is a Girls Rock Camp affiliate and it is important that our volunteers are positive role models for the campers. Our goal is to help girls explore their creativity, get along with each other, create music, build self confidence and learn to rock.  Our volunteers need to be able to show up on time for their shifts, not hung-over. They need to exhibit appropriate boundaries, use appropriate language (no swearing), and be committed to problem solving and healthy communication between campers, staff, and volunteers. Please reflect on your ability to meet these criteria before applying.
